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STEFAN CONSTANTINESCU (b. 1968) is a Romanian visual artist and film director, based in Sweden for the last several years. His works relate to the sphere of politics, identity and memory, especially in the context of the heritage of communism and the social and economic transition in Romania after 1989. His recent works include "Troleibuzul 92" (presented in the Romanian Pavilion at the 53th Venice Biennale) and the documentary "My Beautiful Dacia". His latest work "Family Dinner" (“Semaine de la critique” in Cannes selection) is a short video form manifesting in a brilliant way the two greatest revolutions of the recent decades - the sexual and the technological.

CHRISTOPH DRAEGER (b. 1965 in Zurich, lives in Vienna) is an author of videos, drawings, photographs, installations. He has exhibited at many institutions and galleries in the U.S. and Europe (Whitney Museum of American Art in New York, Palais de Tokyo in Paris, Kunstverein Graz Medienturm). The main theme of his work are disasters – both natural and man-made. In "Hippie Movie" (2008) and "Helenés" (2005), Christoph Draeger plays a game with the real and the fictitious by "staging" two significant and distant from each other, but still related, topoi of history of the twentieth century – the Cold War and the flower power movement.

REGINA JOSÉ GALINDO (b. 1974 in Guatemala) is a writer, poet and performer focused on body art. Her first performance, which brought her international recognition, was held in 1999 in Guatemala and Madrid. Her further works and performances confirmed her radicalism and intransigent attitude in the pursuit of getting across to the audience the issues of discrimination against women and limitation of individuals’ rights, which lie in the field of her interest. In 2005, she was awarded the Golden Lion at the Venice Biennale in the category of artists under 30 years old. The performance "Who Can Erase the Traces?", made in 2003, was her protest against the presidential candidacy of the former Guatemalan dictator Efrain Rios José Montt.
TOMASZ KOZAK (b. 1971) is a painter as well as animation and video artist. He has exhibited extensively at, among others, the CCA Ujazdowski Castle in Warsaw, Kalmar Konstmuseum and lokal_30 in Warsaw. His most famous projects are "Inversus Monastery", the interdisciplinary work "Negroisation – Exhumation of a Certain Metaphor" and "Yoga Lesson". His erudite work is full of conceptually "infantile" pleasure, resulting from iconographic and textual collisions. "Flash of the New Flesh" from 2011 is a found footage film based on David Cronenberg's "The Fly", which tells the story of exceeding the boundaries of the corporeal and the pursuit of transgression.

ZUZANNA JANIN (b. 1964) is an author of video works, sculptures and installations. Her works have been presented at over 150 solo and group exhibitions in Poland and abroad, among others in Kunsthalle Wien, Museum of Contemporary Art in Chicago, Liverpool Biennial, Sydney Biennale, Istanbul Biennale. Her practice is characterised by the ability to universalise the subjective experience of history and existence. "Majka from the Movie" is a story about a young girl whose journey through the history and culture becomes an expression of a willingness to understand, but also a revolt against the surrounding reality. The video was shown at the Memory Box exhibition in the frame of the 54th Venice Biennale, Romanian Cultural Resolution.
NUG (artistic monicker of Magnus Gustafsson) is a Swedish graffiti and video artist. In 2008, he graduated from the prestigious Konstfack University College of Arts, Crafts and Design in Stockholm. He boasts an impressive record of participations in many collective exhibitions in Sweden, Norway, Austria and Germany. His graduation thesis "Territorial Pissing" is a video showing a masked figure spraying the interior of an underground train. The work became one of several which sparked a scandal at his alma mater in 2009, resulting in a media storm and detention of young artists. Works by NUG and other "Konstfack scandalists" are a manifestation of youthful rebellion against the system, a sign of disagreement with the oppressive nature of the relationship between the state and the citizens, an attempt to answer the question about the real dimension of actions undertaken by artists.
ADRIAN PACI (b. 1969 in Albania) has lived in Milan since 1997. One of the most important contemporary video artists of, the “transformation generation”, who experienced the fall of communism in Albania. He expressed this experience in his first video – “Albanian Stories" (1997). Paci also refers to the traditional spirituality and rituals in such works as "Vajtojca" (2002) and "PilgrIMAGE" (2005). In "Turn On" (2004), he returns to his native Shkoder, where he creates a metaphorical work about the need for change by filming a group of unemployed people, who use personal power generators to light bulbs held in their hands. The work was exhibited in 2005 at the Venice Biennale.

REYNOLD REYNOLDS (b. 1966 in Alaska) lives in New York and Berlin. Deals primarily with artistic film and video art. Awarded scholarships from John Simon Guggenheim Memorial Foundation and Akademie Schloss Solitude. Reynolds has also been honoured with many awards, among others, at the NY Underground Film Festival, European Media Art Festival in Osnabrueck, Transmediale in Berlin. He has participated in numerous group exhibitions: 4th Berlin Biennale, Moscow Biennale, Transmediale, Kunsthalle Wien, Haus der Kulturen der Welt in Berlin, and in 2012 in the group exhibition "Made in Germany Zwei" in Hanover. "Last Day of the Republic" (2010) is a poetic documentary about the destruction of the symbol of totalitarian regimes in the GDR – the Palace of the Republic in Berlin.

SOCIÉTÉ REALISTE is a collective founded in 2004 in Paris by Ferenc Grof and Jean-Baptiste Naudy. The collective is actively involved in exhibitions, publications, and conference organisation. Their activity, whose purpose is to criticise globalism, lies at the borderline of political activism. The collective has presented their works at the Jeu de Paume in Paris, Skuc Gallery in Ljublana and Hold & Freight in London. The group has also taken part in numerous group exhibitions, including shows at Műcsarnok / Kunsthalle Budapest and SFAI in San Francisco and at Biennials in Istanbul, Athens, Lyon. "The Fountainhead" (2011) is a found footage work based on a Hollywood film from 1949, which was slightly modified by the artists – they removed the images of the characters, confronting the viewer only with the interiors and architecture, which embody the American Dream.

ALICJA ŻEBROWSKA (b. 1956) is an author of video works, artistic objects, installations. Her work focuses primarily on the issues of the body, gender and the relationship between an individual and the society. Her works have been displayed at a significant number of solo exhibitions in Poland and Europe (including Orońsko, Warsaw, Vienna), and numerous group shows. Lives and works in Cracow. In recent years, she has been cooperating closely with Jacek Lichoń, with whom she is developing the nomadic project "Infiltron". "We Are All Ill Within Ourselves" is a highly thought provoking phrase and at the same time the title of the video documentation of Żebrowska’a performance, which she carried out in 1997 in the London Underground

JÓZEF ROBAKOWSKI  b. 1939, one of the most prominent figures of Polish experimental film and video art. Founder of a number of artistic groups, art activist, academic teacher, theorist and art critic. Between 1978 and 1999 he regularly recorded the view from his kitchen window on camera. Seemingly a dry record, From My Window (1978-1999) complete with the artist’s commentaries became one of particularly authentic and moving narrations of transitions witnessed by Poland throughout the twenty documented years. Using an ordinary camera, Robakowski translates the private into the public, demonstrating the extent to which we are wrong assuming we’re beyond the impact of history and politics
